PRE TRIP CHECK

We will be getting our Mustangs ready for the Mustang, OK National
Show, take this opportunity to complete a pre-trip check. Some of
these are more critical to vintage Mustangs, but please go over the
whole checklist.

Change oil & filter

Check air filter

Check all fluids — brake, washer, antifreeze(see note to
flush below) & tranny

Check all lights — operational & functional including turn
signals

Check brake operation

Check condition of hoses & lines — brake, fuel, radiator
& heater hoses

Check horn

Check radio, tape player, CD — lot of miles in silence if
not!!!

Check spare tire, lug wrench & jack

Check tire pressure & visual inspection for tread wear &
condition, check lug nuts

Check wiper blades & operation of wipers

Clean windows & mirrors

Flush Antifreeze

Fresh coat of wax or polish — helps remove bugs, etc.
after long trip

Fully charge battery

New spark plugs

Pack essential tool kit & cleaning supplies

Pack fire extinguisher

Top off & new, fresh fuel

MCA Decal (1 point on judging)

You might do these in a different order but remember to check them
off & go back over the list to see if you missed anything.

Top 10 Tool Bag & Cleaning Supplies to Pack

1) Vise grips

2) Black electrical tape, Duct Tape

3) Mechanics wire

4) Flat & Phillips screwdrivers

5) Tire pressure gauge

6) Good flashlight w/ working batteries

7) Couple of shop towels

8) Quart of oil

9) WD40

10) A good item that is reasonably priced & will help you out in
an emergency is one of the combo tool kits. Although, they
are not the highest quality tools, they have a bunch of items
in a nice, organized case & will do the trick if needed.
